It is therefore pfthe utmost importance that either you, or a person 
appointed by you, liaise with the protecting unit of this National Key Point and the 
Provincial NKP Officer to activate a Joint Planning Committee (JPC) for this 
National Key Point in order to draw up a joint plan to counter an incident. 
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In terms of Section 24D of the Income Tax Act, you can submit a claim for tax 
deduction in respect of expenditure incurred on security measures implemented at 
your National Key Points.. Further particulars in this regard can be obtained from the 
Provincial NKP Officer.
