working conditions. This is the direct result of the GEAR programme. Meanwhile, the capitalist
bosses and multinational corporations have gotten rich and fat, taking the wealth that workers
produce all for themselves. Now they want to extend this oppression to the entire continent of
Africa through NEPAD. It is the same privatisation piogramme of the ANC government that
allows working class communities to syiar<vater and cle@picity cut-offs and housing evictions.

All of us are suffering from privatisatign and all of us must fight it together!

The fight against privatisation in both the workplace and in the comimunity is a fight of one class
